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Wordle is a toy for generating “word clouds” from text that you

provide. The clouds give greater prominence to words that
appear more frequently in the source text. You can tweak your
clouds with different fonts, layouts, and color schemes. The images
you create with Wordle are yours to use however you like. You can
print them out, or save them to the Wordle gallery to share with
your friends.

What Is Wordle?

Wordle is a website that allows the user to enter text content in order to generate a
“word cloud!” The size of the words in the cloud are based on the frequency with which
they appear in the main text body that the word cloud applies to. You can easily
customize color, direction and flow within your projects.

Getting Started

There is no account registration necessary—Wordle is ready to use when you go to the
site. You begin by creating a list of keywords for your cloud. Wordle recognizes words by
themselves, so if you want to insert a phrase, use a hyphen to link the words together
(ex: first and class are recognized individually, whereas first-class will be regarded as a
linked phrase).

Next, go to the Wordle website. Enter your words by clicking “create” to open the text
entry box. Once entered, words that are repeated will be increased in size, so the most
frequently repeated word will appear largest in the cloud.

Note in this word cloud pictured on the bottom left, the word “science” is larger than the
rest due to its increased frequency, and “human-sciences” is entered as one word.

Finally, you edit your word cloud by clicking in the color and layout drop-down menus.
You can select a pre-made color scheme or create a custom palette. In layout, you can
also adjust the direction of the word flow and their appearance.

You now can print your word cloud by clicking on the print option. If you have Cute PDF
or something similar installed, you can use the print function to create the cloud as a
PDF file. Because of the limitations of Java, Wordle cannot save as an image file to your
computer, so the easiest way of making an image out of your Wordle project is to take a
screen shot.
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Wordle in the Classroom

1. Making Clouds Like Magic

In the Wordle Create options, you can enter the URL of your favorite blog, blog feed, or
any webpage that has an RSS feed, in order to generate a word cloud from words in the
blog or web page.

In Example 1, the creator used the URL for their favorite blog, “The Committed Sardine.” As
soon as they click “submit,” Wordle automatically creates a word cloud based on words
that are used commonly in the blog, with the main words being displayed in larger text.
This can also be done with Delicious—simply enter the user name of the Delicious
account to generate a cloud for their bookmark tags.

2. Getting Advanced

In Wordle’s Advanced options, the user has more personal control. In creating a more

tailored word cloud, the user in Example 2 used words/concepts from the Digital Diet

book. But when they entered the words into the text generator, they included custom
sizes for their text.

For example, the phrase “Small-Bytes” was added with the addition of a colon, and then a
number value that would make it the prominent word in the word cloud. So it was
entered as Small-Bytes: 320. This was done with random numbers for the remaining text,
and in the layout options, the creator chose the option “Any Which Way” for the word
organization, and the color scheme “Heat." They can also add color codes for the text, and
on one feature in the Advanced section, users can customize background color.

If you have a hard time deciding how you want your word cloud to look, click on the
“Randomize” icon at the bottom of the screen, for a random appearance display.

3. Don’t Forget Developers

Web developers can post text from their website code. In Example 3 (from the actual
Wordle site), this was posted to the URL http://www.wordle.net/advanced, with the “text”
parameter added. This is all put inside the div tag for a form. When the text is posted,
the designer or their users can submit it and randomize it for different effects.

Wordle's User Gallery offers a look at some of the word clouds posted by various users.
They have lots of different creative ideas and approaches to making effective clouds.
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How Do You Use Wordle to
Develop the Five Fluencies?

Solution Fluency— Wordle can be useful in the challenge of determining the main idea
of a website or blog. If the challenge is to determine what a medium is all about, Wordle
can generate an image of the most commonly mentioned words and ideas in the site or
blog, simply by using the site’s URL and generating a word cloud. The medium must have
an RSS feed for this to work, however.

Information Fluency— Creating a word cloud centered around a specific idea or concept
requires the right word input to have impact. Although Wordle is not a searching tool, it does
provide a purpose for extracting relevant words and information for submission to generate a
word cloud that is effective and defines a point well. It can be a reflection of one’s ability to
research and choose the right words and phrases to convey a message.

Collaboration Fluency—Students can collaborate on a word cloud in Wordle by
collecting words or ideas centered around a concept, then submit their ideas in the text
box for either a group cloud, or to create individual clouds that relate to one another.

Creativity Fluency—Wordle's advanced tools allow users to get very artistic and creative
with designing word clouds. They can customize text from a variety of available fonts and
arrangement options. They can use the provided color templates for visual appeal, or add
their own color codes for both the text and the backgrounds. They can also edit custom
color palettes to create their own unique styles.

Media Fluency—The concept of word clouds is used in a number of different methods of
advertising and business presentation. If properly constructed, a word cloud can generate
a powerful message with a minimum of input, in a single impacting image. The words and
the concepts that are used can be arranged well enough to convey a sense of urgency or
value to the product or issue being represented.

The Digital Citizen— When sending a message using a word cloud, the creator should
be aware of what the message conveys about them and their mindsets. It can be a telling
reflection of a person’s standards and values. Is the message unbiased and appropriate for
a wide range of public viewing? Could it possibly offend certain cultures or institutions?
